Intention Outline

Project Title:  Crazy Shapes
General Project Goal for Students:  This stop motion video will help students understand attributes of two-dimensional shapes including circles, triangles, squares and rectangles.  Specifically, students will be able to identify the number of sides that each shape has. 
Specific Outcomes:

K.6.A - The student is expected to identify two-dimensional shapes, including circles, triangles, rectangles and squares as special rectangles.
 K.6.D - The student is expected to identify attributes of two-dimensional shapes using informal and formal geometric language interchangeably.
  K.6.F - The student is expected to create two-dimensional shapes using a variety of materials and drawings.

Audience (describe the students who will complete the project).

An individual will be completing the project.  This individual is a master’s student as well as a current kindergarten teacher.  The teacher plans on using the end product in her unit on geometry as a hook to get her students thinking about shapes and their attributes.  


Content Outline

I – The video will begin with the word “shapes”.  The letters in the word “shape” will slowly make their way to the center of the frame. Once the word has been made the letters will “run” off toward the bottom of the slide.

II - In the next part of the video, the shapes will make their way to the center frame.  Once they are in the center frame, their name will appear and then the sides will be counted.  After all of the sides are counted, the shape name label will disappear and the word “sides” will appear.  There will be a ding or other noise to indicate the end of the sequence and to draw student attention to the attribute that was just identified.  This same sequence of events will occur with the square, rectangle, triangle and circle.  

III - At the end, a questions will be posed, “How many sides do you have?” followed by credits highlighting the author.
Materials:
Materials used are printed words, labels and numbers.  The font will be whimsical and colorful.  Foam shapes will be used  as well.  A white piece of construction paper will be used as the background.
Audio:

A mysterious themed song will be used through the piece.  Additional audio will be used to highlight the exit of the letters that built the word “shape” as well as the appearance of the word “sides” in all sequences.
